How To Pass a Local Resolution to Ratify the ICESCR
To get a local resolution passed in your City Council, Board of Supervisors, or whatever local entity you have – you will need to do some local organizing:
First, you will need to research (should be available on internet) the rules your local jurisdiction uses to consider resolutions presented by its constituents; 

Then you’ll need to educate a core Committee of local Human Rights activists to:  

· Be familiar with the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the ICESCR

· Understand how economic and social rights relate to local conditions

· Understand the value of INTERNATIONALLY recognized human rights

· Understand why ratification of the ICESCR by the Senate is important for local jurisdictions

· Be willing to show up at meetings and call others to show up as well…

· Prepare written materials to explain all these issues
You’ll need to have someone designated to talk with the media and someone to take responsibility for communicating with the your city or county body regarding protocol, timing and speakers for public meetings;  
If your local jurisdiction already has a Commission on Human Rights or Police Abuse or Civil Rights or Social Services or Housing or Health Care, etc., your group should connect with them and try to get their support for the Resolution and their involvement in the campaign;
Seek support of non-governmental local activist groups that work in the areas of economic, social and cultural rights (housing, health care, homelessness, food closets, libraries, etc.) and help them to see their work in the context of international human rights;
Develop materials, such as power point presentations, web sites and a packet of hard copy materials to bring to meetings;

Write articles about the ICESCR for local newspapers and seek opportunities to speak on local radio and access TV, timed to precede local government hearings.
